The match al
so seen the long awaited day-beau
 of the Bullets Latest signing Rhys Dawes formerly of NewFM 1
st
 Division Lambton Jaffas FC, bringing with him a wealth of experience in top level 
football. 
Rhys’ impact was immediate as he slotted right into the team making the stopper role his own. With the Bullets most prolific goal s
